In September 2011, Girl Scouts will welcome a new resource publication, The Girl’s Guide to 
Girl Scouting. Each age level of Girl Scouts will have their own guide containing updates of 
beloved traditions to include handbooks, badge awards and cookie program information. 
Used in conjunction with the Journey books, the complete program will explore leadership 
and skill building. 

With new program and resources coming available, some current programming is being 
retired. Girl Scouts of the Desert Southwest’s Retail Staff are working toward making this 
transition as smooth as possible for our Volunteers and Girls. Our goal is to meet customer 
demand, but deplete current stock of retiring items.  

Effective Immediately

• GSDSW’s Retail transition timeline:  
January thru June Council Shops will allow current stock to decrease, and may not 
have an availabilty of some or all retiring items that customers are requesting. Your 
patience and understanding is appreciated.  
GSUSA and all GS Councils plan to finalize this transition by September 2011.
