Compasses & Campstoves - Grades 6, 7, 8 & 9

Want to try your hand at backpacking?  Compasses & Campstoves will give you an introduction to 
backpacking.  You will learn skills necessary for a backpacking adventure and put them into practice on 
a backpacking overnight.  The trail is a 5 mile trek up the mountain to a primitive campsite. A light weight 
sleeping bag, foam mat, backpack with hip belt, and good sturdy shoes (with ankle support) are a must for 
this unit.

Creepy Crawlies - NOT! - Grades 3, 4, 5 & 6

about our “friends” that share camp with us.  After this program, the wild will not be creepy anymore.  You 
will learn about what lives in our mountain pools, the creepy crawlies under the rocks, and our “4 legged” 
friends.

Wildfire! - Grades 6, 7, 8 & 9
